	Suggested activities / tasks:

· Practise using over sewing, blanket stitch and backstitch – discuss seam allowances – using different materials and needle sizes. 
· Teach how to attach sequins/ beads.
· Provide chn with a design criteria. Create designs and produce pattern pieces on tracing paper for chosen idea. Ensure selected design is shown as an annotated sketch(from this point take step by step photos to be included, and support evaluation process) – produce an annotated diagram.
· Consider stiffening / reinforcing - Consider order of making process due to applique needing to be added prior to reinforcements and sewing together.
