Intended audience - Intended audience is defined as the group of people for which a service or product is designed.
Symbolism - the use of symbols to represent ideas or qualities.
Reinforcement – the action or process of reinforcing or strengthening.

Patterns are a template used in sewing, from which the parts of a garment are traced onto fabric before being cut out and then put together; they are usually made of paper.

	Vocabulary
Strengthen – In the mechanics of materials, the strength of a material is its ability to withstand an applied load without failure or plastic deformation.
Stiffen – Stiffness is the rigidness of any object or material.
Reinforce – to give added strength or support

Challenge: Demonstrate resilience when tackling problems
	Vocabulary 
Component – a part or element of a larger whole
Aesthetic qualities – refers to the overall visual effects of the design
Pin and Tack –  hold materials in place with pins – tacking is loose stitches to hold materials in place which are then removed.
Applique –sewing technique in which fabric patches are layered on a foundation fabric, then stitched in place by hand or machine with the raw edges turned under or covered with decorative stitching.

Seam allowance:
Seam allowance is the area between the fabric edge and the stitching line on two pieces of material being sewn together.
