· Recap stitches and applique decorations (beads, sequins, buttons and other materials) – will need to teach how to sew buttons and use cross stitch. Practise(Play around session stitches / joining)
· Generate and communicate ideas for a personal shield – computer aided design/graphics – in word collect images that represent them and their interests (almost like a mood board). Display on visualiser or around the room – who do you think it is?
· sketch and model alternative ideas – develop one idea in depth. CT to ensure applique, buttons and a range of stitches feature. Will any sections be padded or reinforced (refer back to year 4 christmas tree dec work) – how?
· Decide on a final design, justifying and explaining choices selected from mood board. Include an exploded diagram – could this be done on Tinkercad?. Remind of skills previously taught and how these could possibly be included.
· Evaluate each others designs before making – alter design as required if they agree.
· Create prototype
· Discuss importance of order – adding applique before sewing together
· Make it.
· Peer evaluations.
