Chronology:
• Understand that there is a present and a past and these can be split into different time periods (units previously and currently studying)
• Place the Ancient Egyptian period onto a timeline
• I can place key events from the Ancient Egyptian period onto a timeline
• Place significant Ancient Egyptian people (Pharaohs) on a timeline 
Range and depth of historical knowledge:
- To find out about everyday life and its influence on our life today
- Offer reasonable explanations for some events
- Identify key features and events of times studied
- Identify when and where the Ancient Egyptians lived
- Compare life as a child in Ancient Egypt compared to today and other time periods studied
- Look at several aspects of Pharaoh life (These are important to cover as they link to the key History themes of religion, peasantry, civilisation and parliament) 
- Civilisation: Pharaoh’s clothes; homes; tombs; what were homes like for Pharaoh’s?; life of the rich.
- Religion: What did Pharaoh’s believe? The King ruled by a mandate from the Gods. (Theocratic monarchy) (This will lead into hierarchy as Pharaoh’s chosen by the Gods and act under the God’s rule.
- Hierarchy: Who was in charge? What was the social hierarchy? How was life different for the rich and poor?
Interpretations of history:
- Compare modern and ancient maps
- Compare historical events to events today
- Begin to evaluate the effectiveness of different sources/evidence available 
Historical enquiry:
- Locate and retrieve information to build up knowledge of the past
- Choose relevant materials to present a picture of one aspect of time in a period studied
(houses/children/religion)
- Consider why people communicate in the written form
- Compare different accounts from different of sources 
- Ask and answer questions

	Intended Outcome:
By the end of the unit, children will be able to Know when Ancient Egyptians occurred in relation to other times studied on a timeline. Understand the importance of Pharaoh life and hierarchal systems. Have an in-depth knowledge about the homes Pharaohs would live in and know these homes would be different to other Egyptian citizen’s homes based on the hierarchical structures. Compare lives of children in Ancient Egypt to today.

	
	Assessment outcome:
Pharaoh life- based on the sessions learning about Pharaoh life the children will now know about Pharaoh’s homes, tombs, hierarchy and clothes the children will produce an outcome piece to show their understanding.
Could either be open ended and children present their learning anyway they choose (esp GDS) or could be a writing outcome linked to English.

	Tasks to meet LO and SC:
