Understand why Anglo-Saxons invaded Britain and map where they came from and compare Anglo-Saxon settlement to Britain today. Use research to find answers to questions about Anglo-Saxon’s childhood and houses make comparisons to other periods studied. Describe religion prior to invasion and the Christian conversion and how locals would have felt about this.

 Viking and Anglo Saxon Struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of the confessor

	Knowledge Outcomes:
By the end of the unit, children will be able to discuss Viking raids and invasions- placing them on a timeline and mapping journeys. Use sources to answer questions about research the resistance by Alfred the Great and Athelstan, first king of England- comparing what different sources tell them. Consider what a Viking invasion was like, with particular reference to Lindisfarne- invaders, weapons and what made them successful. Make comparisons between Anglo-Saxon and Vikings justice systems and reference modern systems. Investigate what Britain was like in 1066- gather key information about Edward the Confessor and what Britain was like in 1066 and evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of the country. Enquiry based learning- find out what life was like as a child in Viking times and generate questions to answer
