Children can describe the key events of Holy Week and relate these to suffering.  They can compare these to events in their own life and their reactions to these.
	Concept: Suffering
	Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:

Spiritual: providing an opportunity to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values.

	Sequence of activities over several lessons:
1. ENQUIRE – 
· What is suffering? Are there different types of suffering?  Can suffering ever be good? Discuss these core concepts. 
· Look at different images of suffering.  How are they similar and how are they different.  
· Discuss different levels of suffering e.g. is it as bad to get wet in a storm as to get burnt in a fire.  List some types of suffering, rank order them and explain choice of position.

2. CONTEXTUALISE – Why is suffering important to Christians? How might they make sense of this in their lives?
· Teacher to recount the key events of Holy Week – keep bringing this back to how the various characters suffer
· Children sequence the key events (pictorially or through writing) and for each section identify the suffering. 
· Plenary: why would Jesus suffer?
 
3. EVALUATE – How do Christians celebrate suffering/Holy week? How does this show the importance of it to them?
·  Investigate different ways that Holy week is celebrated.  Consider how this is different in different countries.  How does this show that suffering is an important concept to Christians?
· Does this remind them of anything they know about other religions or other religious festivals?
· Have the key elements of the Holy Week celebration on sorting cards.  Children to order the cards to show which elements they think would be most important to Christians.  Can they explain their choices?

4. COMMUNCIATE– How has suffering affected them and what did they learn from this experience? 
· Think about a time when you got hurt at school. Write a letter to Mrs Carr telling her about this and what you think she should do to stop it from happening to someone else.  What did you learn from the experience?
· Read each other’s letters and offer other suggestions for how they could learn from the event e.g. You should try not to run around school.

· 5. Apply – 
How is suffering represented in the world and people around them?
· Produce a poster/factfile/advert to highlight the suffering (e.g homelessness, pollution, poverty ect) and suggest ways to help them.
