	Concept – Temptation
Context – Making choices (Christianity) 
	Knowledge Outcome (s):
To be able to know:
The definition of temptation, 
What motivates/influences choices, 
How Jesus is tempted in the temptation story.
How Jesus resists temptation. 
The difference between his choices in the temptation story and the feeding the 5000 story and the reasons for this. 
The importance of these stories and the message it provides for Christians. 
How right choices can be difficult to make and the reasons why. 
How choices and temptation affects their own lives. 
How choices and temptation can impact others’ lives. 


	Enquire:
L.O – To describe the meaning of the concept of temptation.
S.C – I can discuss the meaning of temptation. 
I can give examples of temptation. 
I can write a definition of the concept temptation, 
I can explain how temptation is linked with making choices. 
Challenge – I can explain the different influences that can impact our choices.  
Contextualise: 
L.O – To describe temptation within a story, which is significant to Christians and other believers.
S.C – 
I can explore stories where Jesus has been tempted. 
I can explain why I think he was tempted, 
I can explain Jesus’s reaction to being tempted.
Challenge – I can discuss why his response might be important to Christians.  
Evaluate: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]L.O – To describe the importance of the stories of the temptation for Christians. 
S.C – I can recap the stories of temptation, 
I can compare these stories with a different story. 
I can explain the reasoning behind the choices Jesus makes in both stories. 
I can evaluate the importance of these stories to Christians. 
Communicate:
L.O – To describe a personal response to temptation in a context of making the right choices. 
S.C – I can explain how right choices can be difficult to make. 
I can read a story and discuss the choices made. 
I can explain the reasoning/influences behind these choices. 
Challenge – I can explain how I would have responded in this situation.
Apply: 
L.O – To describe how temptation can have an effect on their own and others’ lives.
S.C – I can explain the consequences of a bad decision. 
I can describe a situation where I have faced a difficult choice. 
I can explain the right and wrong choices in different situations. 
Challenge – I can explain the impact of different choices on other people and myself. 
	Suggested activities / tasks:
Step 1- Enquire:
Put the word temptation on the board. Ask them what it means. Have they ever heard of it? When? Where? They could partner talk or mind-map their ideas.  Combine their ideas on the board. Get one to look up the definition and they write it down in their books.  Discuss what that means to them.  Why is it to do with making choices?  Get them to think about motivation to make choices.  When might they have to make choices? What might tempt them to act in certain ways.  In their books they could explain how choices are made and what could influence them. 

Step 2 – Contextualise:
Tell them they are going to look at making choices in the context of Christianity.  Show them the Bible for kids/Youtube animation: Jesus is tempted. Get them to discuss in groups what they have seen – give them questions to guide them: who was tempted; why do they think he was tempted; what did he do when tempted.  Read through a temptation story from Matthew or Luke (see sheet).  Children to then demonstrate their understanding of the temptations Jesus experienced. 
Suggested differentiation - Choose one of the temptation, draw it and label what is happening.  MA: Draw each of the temptations, what is happening and how does Jesus respond?  GD: draw the temptations, describe what is happening in each and Jesus’ response. How is his response important for Christians?  
Step 3 - Evaluate:
Recap the stories of the temptations.  Then look at the feeding of the 5000 in Matthew.  Are there any similarities with the temptations? Which one? (stones into bread). What is different between the stories? Why? Why did Jesus perform the miracle in the second story but not in the first?  Get them to discuss Jesus’ motivation (in the temptations he would be acting for himself; in the feeding of the 5000 he is acting on behalf of others). What makes the miracle story ok whilst the temptation isn’t?  What would they have done in the two scenarios? Get them to act out the two scenes – some in pairs doing the temptation; others in small groups doing the Feeding of the 5000.  Then discuss why the two stories are important for Christians – what do they show about Jesus and what he wanted to do? (Help others, not just there for himself, despite his powers).  The children could create table/paragraph explaining his choices in the two stories. Children should explain importance of these stories to Christians. 
Step 4 – Communicate: 
Talk about Jesus’ choices from last session  – how did he make the choices he did? Were they the right ones?  Say they are going to explain how right choices can be difficult to make.  Read the story of the Boy who cried wolf (There is a Youtube version too).  In pairs discuss what is happening in the story – why did the boy cry wolf? Was there any temptations? Was he right to test the villagers? Why didn’t he trust them?  What was his mistake?  What influenced the boy to make his choices? How could he have made the right choices? Discuss how they would have behaved in the same situation – hotseat the “boy” about why de did it and how he felt afterwards.  
Suggested tasks and differentiation – 
LA: Say what the boy did and why. MA: Describe the boy’s actions and the effect they had on the villagers. GD: Describe the boy’s actions, the effect on the villagers and on him, and suggest how he might have behaved.

Step 5 – Apply: 
Recap the story from last session and the boy – what was the result of his bad choices?  Ask them what choices they have to make?  When?  Have they ever faced a situation when they had to make a difficult decision/choice? What temptation did they face?  Give them some scenarios to work through – can they think of solutions?  What would be the right decision?  What would happen if they made the wrong decision?  Is it always easy to tell the difference?  Is it easy to resist temptation from bad choices if they benefit you in some way. 
Suggested task and differentiation – LA: Use one of the scenarios and apply it themselves, giving the right and wrong answers – what would happen in each case. MA: Get them to recount a decision they have had to make.  What decision did they make? Why? What would have happened if they had made another decision? GD: Relate an occasion when they have made a decision. What influenced them? What did they do? How did they feel? How did it affect other people? How could they have acted differently and what would have happened if they had? 
Get them to share their answers/thoughts.?


	Vocabulary to be used / taught:
Temptation, choices, Christianity, Jesus, Miracle, influences. 
	Resources needed:
Definition of temptation, Bible for kids/Youtube animation: Jesus is tempted, Temptation story, Feeding the 5000 story, Story of boy who cried wolf (or video), Scenarios where choices have to be made/room for temptation. 
	Links to other subjects:
Art  
Using art and craft opportunities to develop the concept through painting a picture of the story message.

Literacy
Describing the value of the stories with messages to Christians or Muslims. Describing the value of the messages to themselves.
