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	Focus: Devotion - Hindu
	Knowledge Outcome(s):
· A definition of devotion
· Devotion can be shown in different ways
· Specific signs of devotion used in Hindu worship (bells, washing, offerings, prayers, smells, hands in prayer, dressing the gods)
· A least one Hindu god and how they are worshipped by most Hindus
· Raksha Bandan: Celebrated on the full-moon day of the Hindu month of Sravana (July/August), this festival celebrates the love of a brother for his sister. On this day, sisters tie rakhi on the wrists of their brothers to protect them against evil influences, and pray for their long life and happiness.

	Suggested activities / tasks:
Sequence of activities over several lessons:
1.Enquire about the concept of devotion                                                                                   
Play or show clip from Grease ‘Totally Devoted to You’.Ask children what they think devotion means. Can they think of examples where devotion can be seen. Children to write a definition based on their ideas. 
Share the dictionary definition of devotion – children to purple pen their own if necessary. 

2. Describe the concept of devotion in Hindu worship
Introduce the idea that we are looking at devotion in terms of faith, and in particular Hinduism.  Elicit any prior knowledge about Hindu worship – remind them about Holi.  Show BBC Bitesize “What is Hinduism?” or Southampton Council of Faiths Day in the Life video.  Ask children to look for signs of devotion (bells, washing, offerings, prayers, smells, hands in prayer, dressing the gods).  Discuss the ways in which Hindus worship – who, what, where, when, how.
Activity: Select one of the gods then write how Hindus worship them.  HA: Write a brief paragraph about how Hindu’s worship – more general

3. I can describe the importance of devotion for Hindus. 
Show them the BBC Bitesize video of the use of dance in worship.  What does this show about how Hindus view worship?  Watch the video on Puja – a form a Hindu worship.  Discuss what this shows about how important worship is to Hindus. 
Q: Would it matter if they left something out of ritual?  Discuss. How would they feel if they were not able to show Devotion? Activity: Explain the purpose of Puju and the items used and the importance of them for Hindus to show devotion. 


4. I can describe the concept of devotion into the context of my own life.  Are they devoted to anything?  If so, what? If you are devoted to someone or something how do you show this? Elicit ideas of caring for them, doing nice things, keeping the object safe/in a special place.  Share in talk partners and then with the class.  Are there any similarities in how they show devotion?  Are there any differences?  Why?  Does devotion to a person require a different approach to devotion to an object? 
Activity:    Select something or someone they are devoted to and explain who, why and how they show their devotion. 


5.  Describe how does the concept affect their own and others lives?
Raksha Bandan: talk about how we show our relationship with our families – presents at Christmas/birthday; looking out for them.  Show them the film of Raksha bandan and discuss why and who and what they think.  If they were to make a Rakhi for someone who would it be? What colours would they choose? Show them a chart of Hindu colours and their meanings. Design and create their own rakhi for a friend or family member.
Plenary: How effective is this as a symbol of devotion? How does being devoted to something affect my behaviour positively and negatively?

What does devotion mean to you?
Why would different people have different views?
Are there different types of devotion?


How might we show our devotion to someone or something?










What is Hinduism?
How do some/most Hindus show devotion?
What links can you make to other examples of devotion?
