	Knowledge Outcome (s):
To be able to know:
What stewardship means - ‘The job of supervising or taking care of something, such as an organization or property.
The Muslim creation story
Another creation story (e.g. Native American)
How stewardship is shown in these stories. 
The importance of stewardship to religious and non-religious people. 
How they would want someone to be a steward of their personal belongings.

Enquire
LO: To be able to explain what stewardship is.
S.C – I can discuss how to look after something precious, 
I can explain the definition of Stewardship. 
I can discuss examples of stewardship. 
Contextualise – 
L.O. To be able to explain how stewardship is expressed within the Muslim world view. 
S.C – I can read two creation stories and discuss the message of them. 
I can explain what these creation stories mean to the people who believe in them. 
I can explain how these stories show stewardship. 
Challenge – I can compare the two creation stories. 
Evaluate - LO: Explaining the importance and relevance of stewardship to Muslims and other religious/non-religious people. 
S.C I can explain the importance of looking after the world. 
I can debate either for or against being a steward for the world. 
I can explain the importance of stewardship to Muslims. 
Communicate – To be able to explain a personal response to stewardship. 
S.C – I can discuss the meaning of stewardship. 
I can explain something that is precious to me. 
I can write a set of instructions on how someone else should look after this item. 
Apply – L.O – To be able to Describe/explain how the concept can be applied inmy own and others’ lives.
S.C – I can explain how others and myself may feel looking after someone else’s thing.
I can explore different inspirational messages and texts about stewardship of the Earth. 
I can create an inspirational presentation/outcome about how to look after the world.
	Suggested activities / tasks:
LESSON ONE
Enquire -
KQ: Have you ever looked after something precious? How would you treat it? Discuss how you might be even more careful if you are looking after something for somebody else. Introduce term Stewardship. ‘The job of supervising or taking care of something, such as an organization or property.’  Discuss stewards at a football game or a concert and what their role is? Do they know any other examples of stewardship? Write a definition of the term steward. 
LESSON TWO
Contextualise - 
Starter – Look at Muslim creation story and one other (e.g. Native American (turtle story). What is the message?
Main – (Stewardship (Khalifah) – looking after something that does not belong to you, thinking of future generations). What does this story mean to Muslims about how they look after the world? LA – Create notes on each creation story. MA – Compare two stories. GD- Compare two stories using a Venn diagram. Explain how they express stewardship. 
LESSON THREE
Evaluate - 
Starter – KQ: What will happen if we don’t look after our world? Is it important?
Main – Debate a motion such as: There’s no point in looking after the world as I won’t be here in 100 years’ time or I can’t make any difference – I’m just one person. Make half the children for, and the other half against.  Children to come up with arguments to support their side and then share. At the end children sit on the side they support after hearing both sides. 
Plenary – Write a statement of the importance of stewardship to Muslims using what they have heard in the debate and their previous lesson to support their ideas. 
LESSON FOUR 
Communicate – Recap the term stewardship. What does that mean to them? What things do they find precious to them? How would they want other people to treat it? Write  set of instructions on how they want other people to look after their precious item. 
LESSON FIVE
Apply
Starter – Is it always good to look after other people’s things? How do you feel about it? E.g.:  responsible, worried, privileged. What if something breaks while you are looking after it? How would you feel if someone else looked after your special thing?
Main – Chief Seattle’s speech: “How can you buy or sell the sky, the warmth of the land? The idea is strange to us. If we do not own the freshness of the air and the sparkle of the water, how can you buy them from us”? 
Children make multimedia presentation.  Look at poem Earth diameter. Make own inspirational presentation on how to look after the world. Differentiated by outcome – can work in mixed ability pairs.
