	Skills and knowledge Intended
learning outcomes

Enquire – 
L.O – To be able to explain what the concept of justice means.
SC – I can explore images of justice. 
I can create a definition of the concept ‘justice’.
I can suggest examples of injustice and justice. 

Contextualise – 
L.O –. To be able to explain how justice is significant in the religious stories.
S.C – I can discuss how justice is portrayed in  the story of Jonah and the Whale and The Lost Son. 
I can compare how justice is portrayed in the two Christian stories. 
I can compare these stories to a different religion and their portrayal on justice. 

Evaluate – 
L.O – To be able to explain the value of justice to people who follow these religions. 
S.C – I can sort statements about views on justice. 
I can evaluate which story has the most meaningful message of justice and why. 
Challenge: I can explain links between the values of justice that different religious stories express. 

Communicate – 
L.O – To be able to explain their own response to justice.
S.C – I can explain my viewpoint on what is just/injust in different everyday scenarios. 
I can explain an experience where I have felt injustice. 
Challenge – I can explain situations where there is not a clear line between just/unjust. 

Apply – 
L.O – To be able to explain how justice can be applied in their own and others’ lives.
S.C – I can discuss what justice looks like in my own life. 
I can discuss what justice/injustice looks like in the past. 
I can compare justice from the past to now and discuss which one I would prefer to be experiencing. 
Challenge: I can predict what justice may look like in the future and reasons for this.

Assessment  opportunity:

Evidence can be gathered when children:

· have initial ideas about the concept of justice.

· discuss and write about  justice in the stories shared.

· compare two views of religious justice.

· explain their own ideas of justice from familiar experiences.

· explain contrasting views from different periods of history.


	Concept: Justice
	Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:

Spiritual: providing an opportunity to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values.

Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.

Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.

Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.

Cross-curricular links:

Art
Paintings or drawings of a scene from one of the stories read.

Design technology
Creating a model of something that represents justice for display (man with open arms, scales, a messenger for example).

Philosophy for children (P4C)
Enquiry into the meaning of justice.

English
Writing a diary account of someone being just or unjust to you.
Producing a comic strip or a story involving justice.
Explaining which story of justice you prefer and why.



	
	Sequence of activities over several lessons:

ENQUIRE – What does justice mean?
· Look at PowerPoint of justice images. Brainstorm in groups the meaning of the word.
· Create a class definition/create concept map.  Can you think of any examples of justice or injustice? 

CONTEXTUALISE (may go over 2 lessons) – Do Christians and Jews/Muslims believe that God is just?
a) Read the story of The Lost Son.  Stop half way through the story – Conscience Alley – should the father give the money?
Complete the story – where is the justice?  Was it just to welcome the son back?  Was it just for the older brother? (Can act out the story in groups). 

b) Read story of Jonah & Whale – Is destroying a city a just punishment for not obeying God? Was Jonah right to be angry with God for not punishing the people?  Discuss in groups and debate/vote on viewpoints. 
Task: LA – Draw a key scene depicting how justice is shown in each story. Write a caption for each one explaining this.  MA/HA - Complete the comparison sheet on Jonah and The Lost Son. There will be different statements/questions and they need to respond to these from the viewpoint of each religious story. 

c)  Read Justice for All (Islam) or The Rabbi and the Cow (Judaism).  Discuss: how does this compare to Jonah or The Lost Son?  Task: LA – Same as above but for the different story. MA/HA - Write a short statement comparing the different religions viewpoint on justice to the Christian stories. 

EVALUATE – How is justice important in the stories?
· Sort the evaluate statements under the different story headings. Which statements best reflect what you believe each story was trying to show (some may overlap) 
· Which story do you prefer/think has the most meaningful message of justice, and why? Task - Complete speech bubble explaining your choice and give your reasons for this. 

COMMUNICATE – What do you feel about justice?
· Give children scenarios to discuss in small groups eg Your brother/sister is allowed to stay up later than you; Children being treated differently at school because of their race, religion, disability, number of friends; Is it fair to punish a whole class for one or two children’s behaviour? (See discussion cards.)
Task - Explain an experience where you feel you were treated justly and/or unjustly.  LA: Comic strip, MA:Diary HA: Letter to someone who has wronged you. 

APPLY – How important is justice in our lives?
· How is justice seen in our lives? Look at school rules, esp punishments. (You could read the chapter Caning from Boy, Roald Dahl’s autobiography). Or read Mandela’s account of imprisonment on Robbin Island (A Long Walk to Freedom autobiography). 
· How have these changed over the years; what effect has this had?  Would you prefer to be in this time or previously? 
Task: LA - have statements regarding justice (punishments etc) from current times and the past. Children to sort them into now and before and then describe whether they think justice is fairer now or in the past? Which time would they rather experience.  MA: create comparison table of justice in the past and now. Write comment of which they prefer and why. HA: Create a diary entry as someone in the past experiencing the justice/injustice that was around then. How did they feel? 


	Vocabulary:  Justice, Just, Injustice, unjust, Christianity, Islam, Judaism, fair, unfair, 
	Key Questions: What does justice mean? Do different religions believe God is just? How important is justice in these stories? What do you feel about justice? How important is justice in our lives?
