	Focus:
Concept -  Umma (Community) 
Context – Hajj and Zakat 
	Knowledge Outcome (s):
To be able to know: 
What Umma/Community means. 
What Hajj is and how this reinforces concept of community.
What Zakat is and how this reinforces concept of community. 
The importance of these practises to Muslims.
The importance of community to themselves. 
Examples and features of communities they are part of.
How someone might feel if they are not part of a community. 


 

	Step 1 Enquire: 
L.O – To be able to explain the meaning of Umma in terms of community.
S.C – I can create a definition for the word community.
I can discuss examples of communities.
I can discuss observations of a religious community. 
Challenge – I can discuss similarities between features of my community and religious communities (this will be achieved at end of cycle)

Step 2 Contextualise: 
L.O – To be able to explain how aspects of Muslim practice
and belief develop a sense of Umma.
S.C – I can explore the aspects and features of Hajj.
I can explain how Hajj reinforces the concept of community.
I can investigate the Muslim practise of Zakat. 
I can discuss how Zakat reinforces the concept of community. 

Step 3 Evaluate: 
L.O – To be able to evaluate the concept of Umma by explaining the value to Muslims and identifying and explaining situations or issues that may arise.
S.C –I can explain the importance of Umma to Muslims
I can sort statements about Umma into order of priority of how much I believe a devout Muslim would agree. 
I can sort statements about Umma into order of priority of how much I agree. 
Challenge – I can consider how a Muslim would feel if they could not participate in Umma. 

Step 4 Communicate: 
L.O – To be able to explain their own response to Umma and to the idea of community.
S.C – I can explain communities that I belong to. 
I can discuss positive features of one of these communities.
I can compare similarities and differences between communities I am part of and one others are part of.
Challenge – I can discuss how different features of a community reinforce the sense of community.

Step 5 Apply: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]L.O – To be able to explain examples of how their responses and ideas affect the way they behave in the communities they and others belong to.
S.C – I can discuss the importance of being part of a community. 
I can discuss how someone may feel if they are not part of a community.
I can role play situations which reinforce a sense of community.
Challenge – I can consider situations where a person may not wish to be part of a community.
	Suggested activities / tasks:
Children should have covered Belonging in Autumn 1 and should be familiar with some of the 5 pillars of Islam. 

Step 1: Enquire: What does Umma mean?
· Children in small groups produce definitions around the word community. Encourage them to think about examples of community they are involved in. Display ideas and discuss.
· Engage in outside games where to achieve they have to work together as a team.
· Discuss: Were they a team or a group of individuals? What made the difference?
· Show a picture of large numbers of people arriving and leaving the mosque, or a large number of Muslims on Hajj. Discuss and display questions.
Step 2: Contextualise: How do Muslims develop a sense of community (through Hajj
and Zakat)? (2 lessons – one for Hajj – one for Zakat) 
· Pupils explore aspects of Hajj using classroom clips.
· Discuss the features of Hajj in terms of reinforcing a sense of Umma.
· Pupils prepare brief presentations for the rest of the class or
· Pupils produce postcards from a Hajji (pilgrim).
· Pupils explore Zakat (distribution of wealth) using classroom clips/videos.
· Discuss: Why are Muslims giving their money away? How do you think they might feel about this?
Step 3: Evaluate: What is the value of Umma to Muslims? What is the value of
community to me?
· Discuss: Do you think it is important for Muslims to participate in these activities? Why/why not?
· Pupils engage in card sorting activity showing what they agree/disagree with and how they would think a devout Muslim would agree/disagree with.
Step 4: Communicate: What are my responses to the concept of community?
· Class discussion on what communities they belong to, drawing a picture and annotating with two positive features of that community. Swap pictures and notice any similarities and differences.
· In groups, pupils choose a community and list all the features of that community. Compare lists.
· Discuss how the different features can help reinforce the sense of community.
Step 5: Apply: How does a sense of community affect our lives and others’ lives?
· Discuss: Is it important to feel part of a community? Why/why not?
· Pupils draw pictures and annotate or role play situations which reinforce a sense of community or in which a person might not wish to be part of a community.
Step 6: Enquire: What is the meaning of Umma? 
This can be done as a short activity or SODA and links to challenge of enquire LO.
· Pupils list features of their communities and then features of Umma. Discuss similarities and differences.




	Vocabulary to be used / taught:
Umma - The worldwide community of Muslims is called Umma. A number of Muslim practices reinforce the awareness of Umma, such as set prayer times, facing Makkah for prayer, worldwide celebrations of Eid festivals shared by all Muslims and the Five Pillars of Islam.
Community - the condition of sharing or having certain attitudes and interests in common.
Hajj - Hajj is the pilgrimage to Makkah, the Holy
City for Muslims. For many the pilgrimage is a
once in a lifetime experience, but Muslims
may participate more than once. 
Zakat - Zakat is the sharing of wealth. Muslims are required to share 2½ % of their wealth with the poor. 
Pilgrimage – The journey of someone to a sacred place.
