	Concept: Prophecy/Symbol
	Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:

Spiritual: providing an opportunity to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values.

Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.

	Sequence of activities over several lessons:
Step 1 - I can enquire into the meaning of the concept of prophecy. 
Brain storm the possible meaning of this word. Have we heard it before? Watch up to 2 mins 45 of Harry Potter prophecy clip (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ECdBap3Icxs) and https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=xyEDfRH-SQU  What does this tell us about what prophecy might mean? 

Look for dictionary definitions, and look in a Thesaurus.  Dictionary Prophecy definition - ‘a prediction of what will happen in the future.’ Does this mean all predictions are prophecies e.g. weather predictions? 

Discuss how in a religious context ‘Prophecy’ is more than just a prediction.. Play clip from Evan Almighty of Evan giving the message sent from God (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=g_U9jZQ54LM). In religious terms ‘ A Prophecy is a ‘divine’ message that predicts the future (a message from a higher power (e.g. God).  Link back to Islam and Muhammed who was a prophet for Allah. A prophet is someone who is chosen by the higher power to interpret and share this message/prediction. 

Come up with a class definition of prophecy, which children can copy into their books. 

Step 2 - I can put the concept prophecy into a context. 
Show a picture of the Magi (three wise men). Discuss what the children already know about them and what they think about them based on the picture and previous knowledge. Ask the children where they would expect to find information about the three wise men (Bible – Christian book of faith) Watch the animated clip of the Three wise men story (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=22SMUUMsx0o) Discuss where prophecy was mentioned and how it underpins the story. 

Children to recount the story – LA: Draw pictures and label, MA: Draw pictures and recount story, GD: Retell story as one of the wise men.

Step 3 - I can evaluate how gifts can be symbolic.
Recap that the Magi brought Jesus gifts? Why would they bring specific gifts? Show the appropriate sequence from ‘The Lion the witch and the wardrobe’  (Youtube: The Lion, the witch and the wardrobe: Father Christmas and the gifts).  Discuss the significance of these gifts.  How are they symbolic? (may need to go over meaning of symbolic based on pre-assessment). Discuss the meaning of Father Xmas words ’these are tools not toys’.  LA: Draw the 3 gifts, label them and say why they were given to the children. MA: Draw the 3 gifts, describe them and why they were given to the children – what do they symbolize about the children.  GD: Choose 3 gifts they would want to be given; what would they symbolize about themselves?
 
Step 4 - I can communicate the importance of prophecy for myself and those of faith.
Show children pictures of the 3 gifts. Why did the Magi give these specific gifts? Brainstorm and collect responses from the children. Discuss with the pupils their ideas about the meaning of the gifts of the Magi.  Gold-the most precious metal fit only for a King. Jesus is King. Frankincense-an incense used in worship.  Jesus is worthy of worship.  Myrrh-an embalming ointment.  A prophecy of Jesus’ death.
How important are these gifts for Christians?  What gifts are important for you?  What makes a gift important? (Something from someone special; something that reminds you of someone special; something that means something to you). What gives a gift meaning?  What might a gift suggest about you in the future?  What could you be given that would prophesy something about you now and about your future? LA: draw pictures and label them. MA: draw labels and describe what they mean for them.  GD: Choose 3 gifts for a friend – why have you chosen those? What do the gifts show about the person’s character?

Step 5   I can apply the concept to my own life.
Dicuss the following questions – 
•When do we want to know about the future? 
• Do we need to know?  
•What do we want to know? 
• Can we be certain about the future?
•Does it matter if we don’t know about the future? 
•What are the things we can be certain about? 
•What are the things we want to be certain about?

What things might we want predictions about? Exam results? Weather for an activity? The winner of a race or football game? What might we use to predict a result or the weather?  (What we know about the subject? What they have done before).  LA: using the weather today, the season, etc, make a prediction for the likely weather tomorrow.  MA: Using what they know about their activities, predict what they will do this weekend and explain why.  GD: Predict what they might do a the weekend, say why they think that and what could stop it happening. These could be done as videos, written predictions, annotated drawings etc.
